THIS AGREBHENT is made as of 1 7 day of Nnd jn the year 

1987 by and between the Nassau County, 416 Centre Street, Fernandina 

Beach, Florida 32034, (herinafter called the OWNER) and Pitman- 

Rartenstein & Ashe, Inc., Engineers (hereinafter called the ENGINEER) 

with offices located at: 

101 Century 21 Drive, Suite 207, Jacksonville, Florida 32216. 

VITNESSETH 

That for and in consideration of the'covenants and promises to be 

carried out by each party herein, it is agreed by and between the 

parties hereto as follows: 

WHEREAS, the ENGINEER is licensed and qualified to provide professional 

services in various field of municipal consulting engineering; and 

WHEREAS, the OWNER has need from time to time for the services of the 

ENGINEER for various engineering and related professional studies, 

reports, evaluations, and design projects under the OWNER'S public 

works, utilities, and other municipal programs (hereinafter called the 

PROJECT(s); and 

WFIEREAS, the OWNER has selected the ENGINEER in compliance with the 

procedures set forth in Florida Statutes, FS 287.055, known as the 

"Consultants Competitive Negotiations Act"; 



NOW THEREFORE, the OWNER doee hereby employ said ENGINEER as Municipal 
Consulting Engineer to perform the following engineering services! 

1. . Engineering and Related (Including Rate/Financial) Studiee, Invee- 
tigatione, and Reportel 

2. Design of New Facilities, Additions and Improvements~ 

3. Profeseional Services During Construction; 

4. Reeident Project Representative Servicee During Conetructionl and 

5. Other, Supplementary and/or Ancillary Services. 

SECTION 1 

SCOPE OF SERVICES 

It is underetood and agreed that the profeeeional eervices to be included 
under this Agreement will coneiet of various PROJECTS and that each PROJECT 
must be authorized eeparatelp. Prior to the initiation of any PROJECT, the 
ENGINEER will prepare for the OWNER a detailed scope of work, consulting fee 
eetimate, and project echedule. 

SECTION 2 

HETHOD OF AUTHORIZATION 

Each PROJECT shall be authotized in writing by the OWNER in the OWNER'e 
Notice to Proceed on any PROJECT. The written authorization shall include 
agreed upon scope of work, method of payment, PROJECT schedule, and special 
provieione or 'conditione epecif ic to the PROJECT being authorized.

CONCEPT DEVELOPHENT AND PROGRAM DEFINITION

3 . 4  Provide general economic analysis of the OWNER'n requiremanta 
applicable to various alternatives as defined in the scope of work. 



Prepare a  PROJECT Report, when indica ted ,  with f indings  and recom- 
mendations f o r  the  PROJECT and fu rn i sh  f i v e  (5) copies of t h e  came 
t o  the OWNER. 

Perform r a t e  and f i n a n c i a l  s tudiee ,  compreheneive planning, 
f a c i l i t y  opera t ional  review, nnd r e l a t e d  inves t iga t ions  a s  
requested by the  OWNER and defined under Section 1.

Af te r  w r i t t e n  au thor iza t ion  t o  proceed with the  Schematic Planning 
Phase, the  ENGINEER w i l l :  

4.2.1 Review with t h e  OWNER h i s  requiremente f o r  the  PROJECT. 

4.2.2 Advise the  OWNER a s  t o  the  necess i ty  of OWNER's providing o r  
ob ta in ing  from o t h e r s  any add i t iona l  s e r v i c e s  o r  d a t a  of the  types 
described i n  Paragraph 6.3 and a c t  a s  the  OWNER's representa t ive  i n  
connection with any such eervicee.  

4.2.3 a On the  bas ie  of the  OWNER'n requirements and the d a t a  obtained a s  a 
r e s u l t  of the  se rv ices  provided i n  accordance with Paragraphs 3.2, 
3.3, and 4.2.2, prepare Schematic Planning documents indica t ing  
c l e a r l y  the  cons idera t ions  involved and the  a l t e r n a t e  so lu t ions  
a v a i l a b l e  t o  the  OWNER; the  schematic design e h a l l  include sche- 
matic layouts ,  eke tches,  and preliminary design c r i t e r i a ,  and s e t  
f o r t h  the  ENGINEER's recommendations and ee tab l i eh  the ecope of the 
PROJECT.

Phase, the  ENGINEER w i l l !  

4.3.1 , On the  bae i s  of the  ap'proved schematic documents, prepare prel imi-  
nary design documente cons i s t ing  of f i n a l  design c r i t e r i a ,  prelimi- 
nary  drawings, and o u t l i n e  spec i f i ca t ion@.  

4.3.2 Prepare a  tevised  prel iminary coet  es t imate  f o r  the PROJECT based 
on the  information contained i n  the  prel iminary deeign documente. 

4.3.3 Furnish two (2) copiee of the  above prel iminary design documents 
and revised  es t imate ,  
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eha l l  have author i ty  to  a c t  on behalf of the OWNER t o  the extent 
provided i n  sa id  Standard General Conditions except a s  provided 
otherwise in  writ ing.  

Hake v i s i t s  t o  the s i t e  a t  in te rva l s  approprinte t o  the verioue 
stages of conetruction t o  observe ae an experienced and qual i f ied 
design professional the progrene and qua l i ty  of the executed work 
of Contractor(e) and to determine i n  general i f  such work is 
proceeding i n  accordance with the Contract Documente. The ENGINEER 
s h a l l  not be required t o  make exhauetive o r  continuou8 on-site 
inspectione t o  check the qua l i ty  or  quanti ty of such work. The 
ENGINEER sha l l  not be responeible fo r  the meane, methode, tech- 
niques, sequences, o r  procedures of conetruction selected by 
Contractor(s) o r  the eafety  precautione and programs incident t o  
the work of Contractor(e). The  ENGINEER'^ e f f o r t s  w i l l  be directed 
toward providing a greater degree of confidence for  OWNER tha t  the 
completed work of Contractor(e) w i l l  conform t o  the Contract 
Documents, but the ENGINEER ehal l  not be reeponeible for  the 
f a i l u r e  of Contractor(s) t o  perform the work in  accordance with the 
Contract Documents. During euch v i e i t e ,  and on the baeie of 
on-site observations, the ENGINEER eha l l  keep OWNER informed of the 
progress of the work, s h a l l  endeavor t o  guard OWNER against defects 
and def ic iencies  i n  such work, and may dieapprove o r  re ject  work 
f a i l i n g  t o  conform to  the Contract Documente. 

Review and approve (or take other appropriate action i n  respect of) 
Shop Drawings (as that  tetm is defined in  the aforeeaid Standard 
General Conditione) and samplee, the reeu l te  of t e s t e  and inspec- 
t ions  and other data  which each Contractor i e  required to submit, 
but only for conformance with the deeign concept of the PROJECT and 
compliance with the deeign information given in  the Contract 
Documente (but such review and approval o r  other sc t ion eha l l  not 
,extend t o  meane, methode, eequencee, techniquee, or  procedures of 
construction o r  t o  eafety precautione and programs incident there- 
to): determine the acceptabi l i ty  of eubet i tu te  materidle and 
equipment proposed by Contrac tor(e)  ; and receive and review (for  
general content a s  required by the Specificatione) maintenance and 
operating ine truc t ions , echedulee, guaranteee, bonde , and c e r t i f  i- 
ca tes  of inepection which a r e  t o  be aesembled by Contractor(e) i n  
aceordance with the Contract Documente. 

Issue a11 ins t ruct ions  of OWNER to Contractor(s): i e e u e  neceeeary 
in te rpre ta t ions  and c l a r i f i ca t i one  of the Contract Documente and in 
connection therewith prepare chsnge orders ae required; have 
author i ty ,  a s  OWNER'e representative,  to  require epecinl inepection 
o r  t es t ing  of the work; a c t  a s  i n i t i a l  in te rpre te r  of the require- 
mente of the Contract Documente and judge of the acceptabi l i ty  of 
the work thereunder and make decieione on a l l  claims of OWNER and 
Contractor(s) r e l a t i ng  t o  the acceptabi l i ty  of the work or  the 
in te rpre ta t ion  of the requiremente of the Contract Documente 
pertaining t o  the execution and progrese of the work! but the 
ENGINEER eha l l  not be l i a b l e  fo r  the resu l te  of any such interpre- 
t a t i ons  or  decisione rendered by him i n  good f a i t h .  

Baeed on the  ENGINE^'^ on-site obeervatione a8 an experienced and 
qual i f ied deeign profeeeional and on review of applicatione for  
payment and the accompanying data and echedulee, determine the 
amounte owing t o  Contractor(e) and recommend in  writing payments to  
Contractor(s) in euch amounte; euch trcommrndatione of payment will 
cons t i tu te  a tepreeentation t o  OWNER, baeed on such obeetvations 
and review, that  the work hae prngreeeed t o  the point jndicated, 
t ha t ,  t o  the beet of the ENGItIEER'e knowledge, informatibn, and 
b e l i e f ,  the qua l i ty  of such work i e  in  accordance with the Contract 



Documents (subject to an evaluation of euch work as a functioning 
PROJECT upon Subetantial Completion, to the reeultn of any eubse- 
quent teets called for in the Contract Documente, and to any 
qualifications stated in his recommendation), and that payment of 
the amount recommended ia due Contractot(s)# but by recommend in^ 
any payment the ENGINEER will not thereby be deemed to have repre- 
eented that continuous or exhauetive examinations have been made by 
the ENGINEER to check the quality or quantity of the work or to 
review the means, methode, eequencee, techniquee, or procedures of 
construction or safety precautions or programs incident thereto or 
that the ENGINEER has made an examination to ascertain how or for 
what purposes any contractor has ueed the moniee paid on account of 
the Contract Price, or that title to any of the work, materials, or 
equipment has paeeed to OWNER free and clear of any lien, claim, 
eecurity interest, or encumbrance, or that Contractor(8) hae(have) 
completed their work exactly in accordance with the Contract 
Documente. 

Conduct an inepection to determine if the PROJECT i8 substantially 
complete and a final inepection to determine if the work hae been 
completed in accordance with the Contract Documente and if each 
Contrnctor has fulfilled all of his obligations thereunder eo that 
the ENGINEER nay recommend, in writing, final payment to each 
Contractor and may give written notice to OWNER and the Contrac- 
tor(e) that the work ie acceptable (subject to any conditions 
therein expreeeed), but any euch recommendation and notice ehall be 
eubject to the limitations expressed in Paragraph 4.6.5. 

The ENGINEER ehall not be reeponeible far the act8 or omieeione of 
any Contractor, or Subcontractor, or any of the Contractor(e)' or 
Subcontractor's agente or employees or any other pereone (except 
the ENGINEER'e own employeee and agente) at the eite or otherwiee 
performing any of the Contractor(s)' work: however, nothing con- 
tained .in Paragraphe 4.6.1 through 4.6.7, inclusive, ehall be 
conetrued to releaee the ENGINEER from liability for failure to 
properly perform dutiee undertaken by him in the Contract Docu- 
nente . 
Preparing for OWNER, on request, a eet of reproducible record 
printe of Drawings showing thoee changee made during the conetruc- 
tion proceee , baeed on the marked-up printa , drawinge, and other 
data furniehed by Contractor(e) to the ENGINEER and which the 
ENGINEER consider8 8ignificant. 

SECTION 5 

ADDITIONAL SERVICES OF THE ENGINEER 

GENERAL I 

If authorized in writing by the OWNER, the ENGINEER will furnish, 
or obtain from othern, Additional Servicee of the fallowing types 
which are not coneidered normal or customary Baeic Servicee: these 
will be paid for by the OWNER as indicated in Section 8. 

Preparation of applicat ione and euppot tin8 docunsnte for govern- 
mental grante, loans, or advancee in connection with the PROJECT:

I f  requested by OWNER o r  recommended by t h e  ENGINEER and agreed t o  
i n  w r i t i n g  by the  o the r ,  a Reeident P ro jec t  Representat ive(e)  w i l l  
be furnished and w i l l  a c t  a s  d i r e c t e d  by t h e  ENGINEER i n  o rde r  t o  
a s s i s t  the  ENGINEER i n  observing performance of t he  work of Con- 
t r a c t o r ( 8 ) .  Such ee rv icee  w i l l  be paid f o r  by OWNER a s  indica ted  
i n  Paragraph 8,1.3.3. 

ThC'dut iee and r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  and the  l i m i t a t i o n s  on the author- 
i t y  of the  Reeident P ro jec t  Repreeentat ive and aee ie t an te  w i l l  be 
e e t  f o r t h  i n  Exhib i t  A which is t o  be i d e n t i f i e d ,  a t tached  t o ,  and 
made a p a r t  of  t h i s  Agreement before such eerv icee  begin. 

Through more exteneive on-s i te  observa t ions  of t h e  work i n  progrees 
and f i e l d  checks of m a t e r i a l s  and equipment by the  Resident Pro jec t  
Representa t ive  ( i f  furnished)  and a e e i e t a n t e ,  the  ENGINEER s h a l l  
endeavor t o  provide f u r t h e r  p ro jec t ion  f o r  OWNER ngains t  d e f e c t s  
and d e f i c i e n c i e s  i n  the  work of Cont rac tor (e) ;  bu t  the  fu rn i sh ing  
of such r e s iden t  PROJECT rep resen ta t ion  w i l l  not  make the ENGINEER 
responeib le  f o r  cone t ruc t ion  means, methode, techniques, eequencee, 
o r  procedures o r  f o r  s a f e t y  precaut ions  o r  programs, o r  f o r  Con- 
t r a c t o r  (8) ' f a i l u r e  t o  perform h i s ( t h e i r )  work i n  accordance with 
t h e  Contract  Documents. 

I f  OWNER des ignatee  another  pereon t o  repreeent  OWNER a t  t he  
PROJECT e i t e  who i e  not  t h e   ENGINEER'^ agent  o r  employee, t h e  
d u t i e e ,  r e e p o n s i b i l i t i e e ,  and l i m i t a t i o n 8  of a u t h o r i t y  of such 
o t h e r  person and the  e f f e c t  thereof on the  d u t i e s  and reeponeibi l -  
i t i e s  of the  ENGItlEER under t h i e  Agreement w i l l  be s e t  f o r t h  i n  nn 
e x h i b i t  t h a t  i e  t o  be iden t iE ied ,  ~ t t a c h e d  t o ,  and made a part of 
t h i e  Agreement before such ee rv ices  begin. 



SECTION 6 

THE OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITIES

ments f o r  the  PROJECT including design obJect ives  and cone t re in te ,  
space,  capaci ty ,  and performance requirements, f l e x i b i l i t y  and 
expandabil i ty,  and any b u d ~ e t a r y  l i m i t a t i o n s ;  and furnish  copies  of 
a l l  design and const ruct ion  standards which OWNER w i l l  requi re  t o  
be included i n  the  Drawings and Spec i f i ca t ions .  

6.2 Aeeiet  the  ENGINEER by plac ing a t  i t s  d i sposa l  a l l  ava i l ab le  
information pe r t inen t  t o  the  PROJECT including previous r e p o r t s  and 
any o the r  da ta  r e l a t i v e  t o  design o r  cons t ruct ion  of the PROJECT. 

6.3 Furnish t o  t h e  ENGINEER, a s  required f o r  performance of the  ENGI- 
NEERNe Basic Services,  d a t a  prepared by o r  servicee  of o the r s ,  
including without l i m i t a t i o n  core borings,  probing8 and subsurface 
explora t ions ,  hydrographic surveys, labora tory  tests and inspec- 
t i o n s  of samples, ma te r i a l s ,  and equipment: appropt ia te  profes- 
s i o n a l  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s  of a l l  of the  foregoing; environmental 
assessment and impact s tatements;  property,  boundary, easbment, 
right-of-way, topographic, and u t i l i t y  surveys: ptoperty descrip-  
t ions ;  zoning, deed, and o t h e r  land use r e s t r i c t i o n !  and o the r  
s p e c i a l  da ta  o r  consul ta t ions  not covered i n  8ect ion a l l  of 
which the  ENGINEER may r e l y  upon i n  performing h i e  services .  

Provide f i e l d  con t ro l  surveys and e s t a b l i s h  reference po in t s  end 
base l i n e s  t o  enable Contractor(s)  t o  proceed with the layout  of 
the  work. 

Arrange f o r  access  t o  and make a l l  provis ions  f o r  the  ENGINEER t o  
e n t e r  upon pub l i c  and p r i v a t e  property a s  required f o r  the ENGINEER 
t o  perform i t s  services .  

Etemine a l l  s t u d i e s ,  r epor t s ,  eketches,  Drawings, Speci f ica t ions ,

Except a s  otherwise agreed to ,  fu rn i sh  approvals and permits from 
a l l  governmental a u t h o r i t i e s  having J u r i s d i c t i o n  over the PROJECT 
and such approvals and consentb from o the re  a s  may be necessary for  
completion of  the  PROJECT and bear the  c o s t  of permit appl ica t ions .  

Provide such accounting, independent c o s t  est imating,  and insurance 
counseling s e r v i c e s  a s  may be required f o r  the PROJECT, euch l e g a l  
s e r v i c e s  a s  OWNER may requ i re  o r  the  ENGINEER may reasonable 
request  with regard t o  l e g a l  i ssues  pe r t a in ing  t o  the PROJECT 
including any t h a t  may be ra i sed  by Contractor(e) ,  euch aud i t ing

6.12 Bear a l l  coetm inc iden t  t o  compliance with the  requiremente of t h i e

Unlese t h i s  Agreement hae been terminated ae  provided i n  Para- 
graph 9.1, t h e  ENGINEER w i l l  be ob l iga t ed  t o  render  eerv icee  
hereunder f o r  a period which may reasonably be requi red  f o r  the  
dedlgn, award of c o n t r a c t s ,  and cone t ruc t ion  of t he  PROJECT includ- 
i n g  e x t r a  work and any requi red  exteneion thereof .  The ENGINEER 
may d e c l i n e  t o  render  f u r t h e r  ee rv icee  hereunder i f  t he  OWNER f a i l e

8.4.2 I f  t h i e  Agreement i e  terminated 'upon the  completion of the ENGI- 
N E E R ' ~  ee rv icee  under Sec t ion  3, o r  a t  t he  completion of any phase 
of t h e  Basic Serv icee  c a l l e d  f o r  under Sec t ion  4, progress  paymente 
ta be made to the  ENGINEER on account of s e r v i c e s  rendered e h a l l  
d o n e t i t u t e  t o t a l  payment f o r  ee rv icee  rendered. I f  t h i a  Agreement 
i e  terminated dur ing  any phase of the  Bas ic  Serv ices  when the  
ENGINEER is being compeneated on t h e  bae ie  of hourly r a t e s ,  the 
ENGINEER e h a l l  be paid f o r  s e r v i c e e  rendered t o  the  da te  of t e r -  
mination. I n  t h e  event of any te rminat ion ,  the  ENGINEER w i l l  be 
paid f o r  a l l  reasonable expeneee r e e u l t i n g  from euch terminat ion 
and f o r  any unpaid reimbureable expensee.

graph 8.4.6 f o r  terminat ion during any phaee oE h i e  eervice.

In  
the  event  of termination,  the  ENGINEER c h a l l  be compensated am 
prov idedbere in  f o r  eervicee  performed t o  t e n t i n a t i o n  date and a11 
terminal  expeneee. 

OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS: A l l  documents including Drawinge and 
Spec i f i ca t ions  ptepared by the  EItGINEER pursuant t o  t h i e  Agreement 
a r e  inetruments of se rv ice  i n  respect  of t h e  PROJECT. They a r e  not 
intended o r  repreeented t o  be s u i t a b l e  f a t  teuse  by OWNER o r  o the r s  
on exteneions of the  PROJECT o r  on any o the r  projec t .  Any reuse 
without w r i t t e n  v e r i f i c a t i o n  o r  adaptat ion by the ENGINEER f o r  the 
e p e c i f i c  purpose intended w i l l  be a t  OWNER's s o l e  t i e k  and without 
l i a b i l i t y  o r  l e g a l  exposure t o  the ENGINEER! and OWNER a h a l l  
indemnify and hold harmleee the ENGINEER from a l l  claims, damages, 
losees ,  and expeneee including a t torneye '  f e e s  a r i s i n g  out of o r  
r e e u l t i n g  therefrom. Any euch v e r i f i c a t i o n  o r  adaptat ion w i l l  
e n t i t l e  the ENGINEER t o  f u r t h e r  compeneation a t  r a t e e  t o  be agree 
upon by OWNER and the  ENGINEER. 

,Since the  ENGINEER hae no con t ro l  over the  coet  of labor,  mate- 
r i a l e ,  o r  equipment, o r  over the  ~ o n t r a c t o r ( e ) '  methods of de te t -  
mining p r i ces ,  o r  over competitive bidding o r  market condit ions,  
es t imates  of coet  f o r  the  PROJECT provided f o r  herein a t e  t o  be 
made on the  b a s i s  of experience and q u a l i f i c a t i o n s  and represent  
the  bee t  judment  of a design profese ional  f ami l i a r  with the  
cons t ruct ion  indust ry ,  but  the  ENGINEER cannot and does not guaran- 
t e e ' t h a t  propoeals,  bide, o r  the  PROJECT const ruct ion  cos t  w i l l  not 
vary from c o s t  es t imates  prepared by the  ENGINEER.

10. Payment Requisitionst Review applications for payment with Con- 
tractor(~) for compliance with the eetabliehed procedures for 
his(their) subniesions and forward them with recommendations to the 
ENGINEER noting particularly their relation to the schedule of 
values work completed, and materials and equipment delivered at the 
site. 

11. Guarantees, Certificates, Maintenance and Operation Manuale? 
During the course of the work, verify that guarantees, certifi- 
cates, maintenance and operation manuals, and other data required 
to be aesembled and furnished by Contractor(s), are applicable to 
thd item8 actually installed and deliver this material to the 
ENGINEER for his review and forwarding to OWNER prior to final 
acceptance of the PROJECT, 

12. Completion: 

a. Before the ENGINEER iseuee a Certificate of Subetantial 
Completion, eubmit to Contractor(8) a list of obeerved items 
requiring correction. 

b. Conduct final inspection in the company of the ENGINEER, 
OWNER, and Contractor(s) and prepare a final liet of iteme to 
be corrected. 

c. Verify that all items on final liet have been corrected and 
make recommendations to the ENGINEER concerning acceptance, 

C. LIHITATIONS OF AUTHORITY! Except upon written inetructions of the 
ENGINEER, Resident Project Repreeentative shall not! 

1. Authorize any deviation from the Contract Documents or approve any 
substitute materials or equipment. 

2. Undertake any of the responeibilitiee of Contractor(8)'. Subcon- 
tractor(~)', or Contractor(s)' euperintendent. 

3. Expedite work for the Contractor(8). 

4. Advise on or iesue directions relative to any aepect of the means, 
methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of conetruction 
unless such is specifically called for in the Contract Documents, 

5 .  Advise on or iseue directions as to safety precautions and programe 
in connection with the work. . 

6. Authorize OWNER to occupy  PROJECT in whole or in part. 
7. Participate in specialized field or laboratory tests.
