THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

ARTICLE 2 

THE WORK 

The Contractor shall perform a l l  the Work required by the Contract Documents for

Based upon Appllcatlons for Payment submitted to the Architect by the Contractor and Certificates for Payment issued 
by the Archltect, the Owner shall make progress payments on account of the Contract Sum to the Contractor as pro- 
vided In the Contract Documents for the period ending the las t  day of the month as follows:

in writing, for the period covered by the Application for Payment, less the aggregate of previous payments made by the 
Owner; and upon Substantial Completion of the entire Work, a sum sufficient to increase the total payments to
