19 , by and Dbetween the STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF

TRANSPORTATION, a Component Agency of the State of Florida, hereinafter
called the "Department" and the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS, NASSAU

COUNTY, FLORIDA, hereinafter called "Cocmmission.”

1. THE COMMISSION desires to plant live oak trees, juniper, annual
flowers, various pitosporum and evergreen giant 1liriope, at the
intersection median located at AlA and U.S. 17 in Yulee, Nassau
County.
