shall be performed according to these plans and specifications as approved by the DEPARTMENT and 

the Federal Highway Administration if federal aid participating; and all subsequent plan changes shall 

likewise be approved by the DEPARTMENT and the Federal Highway Administration, when applicable. 

8. All labor, services, materials and equipment furnished by the COMPANY in carrying out the work 

to be performed hereunder shall be billed by the COMPANY direct to the DEPARTMENT. Separate records 

as to the costs of contract bid items and force account items performed for the COMPANY shall also 

be furnished by the COMPANY to the DEPARTMENT.
