On January 19, 1995, I made an inspection of the re-roofing project at
the Nassau County Jail, during which three (3) items were found that I
feel needs to be addressed. They are as follows:

1) The urethane insulation being applied is a 2.8 density,
not a 3.0 density as specified by our contract.

2) Some previously foamed areas were not cleaned and refoamed.
The first application of foam was applied in 1991 or 1992
and has become very soft and saturated with water.

3) The entire roof is not receiving the normal thickness
(1/2" - 3/4") of urethane insulation as specified by the

contract.

If you would respond to each of these items, in writing, as you indicated
in our phone conversation earlier today, it would be greatly appreciated.
