1 (RG-1) to COMMERCIAL, PROFESSIONAL, and OFFICE (CPO), as 
defined and classified under the zoning Ordinance, Nassau County, 
Florida. 

SECTION 2: OWNER AND DESCRIPTION: The land rezoned by this 
ordinance is owned by MIDLAND PROPERTIES, J. C. BOATRIGHT, Agent, 
and is described as follows:
