3. Paige Alvarez shall be compensated at the rate of $10.80

per hour during the term of this contract.

4. Paige Alvarez shall be entitled to receive up to four

hundred($400.00) dollars during the term of this Agreement as and for any

travel expenses.

5. Paige Alvarez shall be responsible, pursuant to the

direction of Mary Williams, for coordinating the education programs for

solid waste management and recycling.



6. Mary Williams shall keep an account of Paige Alvarez hours

and work programs and shall establish with the Clerk's Office a method of pay-

ment to Paice Alvarez and the appropriate documents to be maintained

indicating work performed, hours worked, and the documents for travel reimbursement.
