Master Intergovernmental Cooperative
Purchasing Agreement

This agreement is made between a government agency that executes a Lead Agency
Certificate ("Lead Agency") to be appended and made a part hereof and other public
agencies ("Participating Public Agencies") that register electronically with National
Cooperative Purchasing Alliance ("NCPA") or otherwise execute a Participating Public
Agency Certificate to be appended and made a part hereof.

Recitals

WHEREAS, after a competitive solicitation and selection process by Lead Agency, in
compliance with their own policies, procedures, rules and regulations, a number of
Vendors have entered into Master Agreements to provide a variety of goods, products
and services based on national volumes (herein "Products");

WHEREAS, Master Agreements are made available by Lead Agency through NCPA and
provide that Participating Public Agencies may purchase Products on the same terms,
conditions and pricing as the Lead Agency, subject to any applicable local purchasing
ordinances and the laws of the State of purchase;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained in this
agreement, and of the mutual benefits to result, the parties agree as follows:

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That each party will facilitate the cooperative procurement of Products.

That the procurement of Products subject to this agreement shall be conducted in
accordance with and subject to the relevant statutes, ordinances, rules and
regulations that govern each party’s procurement practices.

That the cooperative use of bids obtained by a party to this agreement shall be in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the bid, except as modification of
those terms and conditions is otherwise allowed or required by applicable law.
That the Lead Agencies will make available, upon reasonable request and subject |
to convenience, information which may assist in improving the procurement of

products by the Participating Public Agencies.

. That a procuring party will make timely payments to the Vendor for Products

received in accordance with the terms and conditions of the procurement.
Payment for Products and inspections and acceptance of Products ordered by the
procuring party shall be the exclusive obligation of such procuring party. Disputes
between procuring party and Vendor are to be resolved in accord with the law and
venue rules of the State of purchase.

The procuring party shall not use this agreement as a method for obtaining
additional concessions or reduced prices for similar products or services.
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7. The procuring party shall be responsible for the ordering of Products under this
agreement. A non-procuring party shall not be liable in any fashion for any
violation by a procuring party, and the procuring party shall hold non-procuring
party harmless from any liability that may arise from action or inaction of the
procuring party.

8. This agreement shall remain in effect until termination by a party giving 30 days
written notice to the other party. The provisions of paragraphs 5, 6 and 7 hereof
shall survive any such termination.

9. This agreement shall take effect after execution of the Lead Agency Certificate or
Participating Public Agency Registration, as applicable.

What is a Joint Powers or Cooperative Procurement Authority?

State statutes and, if applicable, local ordinances generally allow one government
agency to purchase from contracts competitively solicited by another government
agency ("Lead Public Agency"). Generally, a public body may participate in, sponsor,
conduct or administer a cooperative procurement agreement with one or more other
public bodies, or agencies of the United States, for the purpose of combining
requirements to increase efficiency or reduce administrative expenses.

Title XI County Organization and Intergovernmental Relations
Chapter 163 Intergovernmental Programs
Part I Miscellaneous Programs

163.01 Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969.

1. This section shall be known and may be cited as the "Florida Interlocal
Cooperation Act of 1969."

2. It is the purpose of this section to permit local governmental units to make the
most efficient use of their powers by enabling them to cooperate with other localities on
a basis of mutual advantage and thereby to provide services and facilities in a manner
and pursuant to forms of governmental organization that will accord best with
geographic, economic, population, and other factors influencing the needs and
development of local communities.

3. As used in this section:

a) "Interlocal agreement” means an agreement entered into pursuant to this
section.

b) "Public agency" means a political subdivision, agency, or officer of this state or

of any state of the United States, including, but not limited to, state government,
county, city, school district, single and multipurpose special district, single and
multipurpose public authority, metropolitan or consolidated government, an
independently elected county officer, any agency of the United States Government, a
federally recognized Native American tribe, and any similar entity of any other state of
the United States.

c) "State" means a state of the United States.
d) "Person” means:
1. Any natural person;

2. The United States; any state; any municipality, political subdivision, or municipal
corporation created by or pursuant to the laws of the United States or any state; or any
board, corporation, or other entity or body declared by or pursuant to the laws of the
United States or any state to be a department, agency, or instrumentality thereof;

3. Any corporation, not-for-profit corporation, firm, partnership, cooperative
association, electric cooperative, or business trust of any nature whatsoever which is
organized and existing under the laws of the United States or any state; or

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4. Any foreign country; any political subdivision or governmental unit of a foreign
country; or any corporation, not-for-profit corporation, firm, partnership, cooperative
association, electric cooperative, or business trust of any nature whatsoever which is
organized and existing under the laws of a foreign country or of a political subdivision or
governmental unit thereof.

5. A public agency of this state may exercise jointly with any other public agency of
the state, of any other state, or of the United States Government any power, privilege,
or authority which such agencies share in common and which each might exercise
separately.
