Cost Estimate

to exceed $25,000. A detailed breakdown of the estimated labor hours and expenses is included
in the attached Exhibit 1 but actual labor hours, labor categories, and type of expenses used will
vary for each assignment. Fees for services shall be on a time and material basis according to the
hourly labor rates and schedule of reimbursable expenses identified in Contract No. CM2685 as
amended. The County will be notified when the overall project budget is nearing its limit.

For accounting purposes, each small assignment implemented under this Work Authorization
may be separately tracked.
