WHEREAS, taking into consideration the above 
recommendations, the Commission finds that such rezoning is 
consistent with the overall comprehensive zoning ordinance and 
orderly development of the County of Nassau, Florida, and the 
specific area; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of County 
Commissioners of Nassau County, Florida: 

SECTION 1: PROPERTY REZONED: The real property described 
in Section 2 is rezoned and reclassified from OPEN RURAL (OR) to 
COMMERCIAL HIGHWAY TOURIST (CHT) as defined and classified under 
the zoning Ordinance, Nassau County, Florida. 

SECTION 2: OWNER AND DESCRIPTION: The land rezoned by this 
ordinance is owned by RICHARD 0. HANCE and is described as 
follows:
