WHEREAS, the Nassau County Board of County Commissioners has 
proposed amendments to the Traffic Circulation Element, 
specifically, Objectives 2.01 and 2.01.02, the Capital 
Improvement Element, Objective 9. 02.01, and the Capital 
Improvement Element, Table J-7 (Sheet 2 of 3); and 

WHEREAS, the Nassau County Planning and Zoning Board, after 
due notice and public hearing had considered the amendments and 
recommended transmittal of the proposed amendment to the 
Department of Community Affairs; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners held a 
transmittal hearing on April 25, 1994, and transmitted the 
amendment to the Department of Community Affairs; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has received the 
Objections, Recommendations and Comments Report (ORC); and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered 
the Objections, Recommendations, and Comments Report issued by 
the Florida Department of Community Affairs, and the responses to 
the Report prepared by the Nassau County Planning staff; and 

WHEREAS, taking into consideration the above recommendations 
and responses, the Board of County Commissioners finds that the 
amendments are consistent with the overall Comprehensive Land Use 
Plan and the orderly development of the County of Nassau, 
Florida, and has responded to the Objections, Recommendation and 
Comments Report (ORC's). 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of County 
Co~issioners of Nassau County, Florida: 

SECTION 1: POLICY TEXT AMENDMENTS AND RESPONSES: The 
objections, comments and recommendations of the Department of 
Community Affairs are set forth in the attached Exhibit "A", as 
well as the amendments, and the ORC's have been addressed by the 
Board of county Commissioners, and the responses that are adopted 
are set forth on Exhibit "A". 
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SECTION 2; EFFECTIVE DATE; The effective date of this plan 
amendment shall be the date a final order is issued by the 
Department of Community Affairs or Administration Commission find 
the amendment in compliance in accordance with Section 163.3184, 
Florida statutes, whichever occurs earlier. No development 
orders, development permits, or land uses dependent on this 
amendment may be issued or commence before it has become 
effective. If a final order of noncompliance is issued by the 
Administration Commission, this amendment may nevertheless be 
made effective by adoption of a resolution affirming its 
effective status, a copy of vhich r~solution shall be sent to the 
Department of Community Affairs, Bureau of Local Planning, 2740 
Centerview Drive, Tallahassee, FL, 32399-2100.

OBJECTIONS and RESPONSES 

Objections: 

1. Policy 2.01.02 establishes the criteria for constrained 
facilities in paragraph a). The second sentence is vague because 
it will allow constrained roadways to operate at a level of no 
more than 10% of "traffic volumes". However, "traffic volumes" 
is not defined. (Rules 9J-5.007(2), (3) (b)2., (3) (c)1., and (4); 
and 9J-11.006(3), F.A.C.) 

Recommendation: 

Revise the language to state that constrained roadways will 
be allowed to operate at a level of no more than 10% of the 
current operating volumes. 

Comment: 

Policy 2.01.01 of the Traffic Circulation Element, and 
Policy 9.02.01 of the Capital Improvements Element, the policies 
which establish LOS Standards for roadways, should be revised to 
include a LOS Standard of "B" for Limited Access and Controlled 
Access Facilities.

2.01.02 Backlogged Facilities. The inventory of backlogged 
facilities is comprised of those roadways operating 
below the adopted level of service standard at the time 
of plan adoption and are not designed as constrained. 
The list of roadways segments hereby designated as 
backlogged is as follows: 

The adopted level of service standard for roadways 
designated as backlogged shall be maintained. Roadway 
segments in Nassau County designated as backlogged are 
located within the rural area; maintained in the rural 
area means any backlogged facility will be allowed to 
operate at levels that do not exceed five percent 
increase in locally generated peak hour traffic volumes 
at the time of plan adoption added to the traffic 
volumes existing at the time of backlogged designation. 

OBJECTIVE 9.02
