AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 95-31, WHICH 
ESTABLISHED A ONE ( 1) PER CENT SALES SURTAX, AND 
PROVIDED FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF MONIES COLLECTED FOR THE 
OPERATIONAL EXPENSES OF INFRASTRUCTURE; SPECIFICALLY 
AMENDING SECTION 11, TERM; TO REFLECT THE TERM TO BE 
COMMENSURATE WITH THE RETIREMENT OF THE DEBT FOR THE JAIL 
PROJECT, THE ADMINISTRATIVE CENTER PROJECT AND THE 
COURTHOUSE CONSTRUCTION/RENOVATION PROJECT; PROVIDING AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, Nassau County adopted Ordinance No. 95-31, which 

established a One (1) Percent Sales Surtax; and 

WHEREAS, the monies collected arc for the purpose of jail 

construction; administration building construction; and Courthouse 

construction/renovation; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners imposed a term 

limitation of eight (8) years; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners at lhe time of the 

adoption of Ordinance 95-31 anticipated that the municipalities 

would contribute a portion of their share of the one (1) percent 

sales tax; and 

WHEREAS, without the municipalities' share, the term of the 

imposition must be addressed.

Commissioners of Nassau County, Florida, this lOth day of March, 

1997, as follows:
