AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE NO. 83-19

SECTION 1: PROPERTY REZONED: The real property described
in Section 2 1s rezoned and reclassified from OPEN RURAL (OR) to
COMMERCIAL GENERAL (CG) as defined and classified under the
zoning Ordinance, Nassau County, Florida.

SECTION 2: OWNER AND DESCRIPTION: The land rezoned by this
ordinance is owned by Elliott Jones, and is described as follows:

See Exhibit "A" attached hereto and made
a part hereof by specific reference.

SECTION 3: EFFECTIVE DATE: This ordinance shall become
effective upon being signed by the Chairman of the Board of
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County Commissioners of Nassau County, Florida.
