SECTION 1: PROPERTY REZONED: The real property described in
Section 2 is rezoned and reclassified from OPEN RURAL (OR) and
COMMERCIAL GENERAL (CG) to COMMERCIAL INTENSIVE (CI) as defined
and classified under the zoning Ordinance, Nassau County, Florida.
