1. Section 1. PROPERTY RECLASSIFIED. The real property

described in Section 2 is reclassified from RESIDENTIAL, MEDIUM



DENSITY to COMMERCIAL on the Future Land Use Map of Nassau
County.

2. SECTION 2. OWNER AND DESCRIPTION. The land reclassified

by this Ordinance is owned by JAMES STEVENS, JR., AND HOLLAND
ZELL PARTNERSHIP #1, and is described as follows:

3. SECTION 3. This Amendment is a small-scale amendment

pursuant to Florida Statutes, Section 163.3187.
