shall be further amended as follows:

1. Section 5.3.3 - Dedication and Acceptance of

Maintenance by Naggsauw Ceounty 0f Roads:

prior—to—the date of the next Beard meeting+~ Pursuant to

Florida Statutes, Section 177.081(3), roads within a

subdivision shall be dedicated to the public. The Board of

County Commissioners shall not accept roadways for

maintenance. The responsibility for maintenance of the

roadways and associated infrastructures for a subdivision

shall be the responsibility of an established homeowners’

association or the developer.




The homeowners'’ association or developer shall be

required to sign the plat for the association to assume the

maintenance of the roadways and associated infrastructure

for the subdivision and to show a provision for same in the

recorded covenants and restrictions for the subdivision.

2. Effective Date: This Ordinance shall become
effective upon its being filed in the office of the
Secretary of State.
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
