AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE 91-04 

NASSAU COUNTY, FLORIDA 

WHEREAS, on the 28th day of January, 1991, the Board of 

County Commissioners, Nassau County, Florida, did adopt Ordinance 

No. 91-04, an Ordinance Enacting and Establishing the 

Comprehensive Land Use Map and the Future Land Use Map for the 

unincorporated portion of Nassau County, Florida; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners seeks to re-

classify land designation on the Land Use Map from Medium Density 

Residential to Commercial; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners held a public 

hearing on January 9, 2006; and 

WHEREAS, the property is located on the south side of 

SR200/A1A between Third Mount Zion and Mt. Zion Court, Fernandina 

Beach area; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners finds that the 

amendment to the Future Land Use Map and reclassification is 

consistent with the overall Comprehensive Land Use Map and 

orderly development of Nassau County, Florida, and the specific 

area.

1. SECTION 1. PROPERTY RECLASSIFIED. The real property

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Residential to Corrunercial on the Future Land Use Map of Nassau 

County, Florida.
