WHEREAS, there will be appfoximately twenty million cubic
yards of material availabie for dune and beach renourishment
available due to the Navy and Corps Vof Engineers dredging to
deepen Cumberland Sound and seaward, and

WHEREAS, there is no commitment by the Navy to place these
materials on the beaches of Amelia Island;
