WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has agreed to 

procure and maintain the necessary regulatory markers; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Fernandina Beach has executed 

Resolution #876 requesting a no wake zone and said Resolution is 

attached hereto as Exhibit "A" and made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners is specifically 

concerned with the navigable waterways.

2. Said no wake zone encompasses the following area: 

Egans Creek, beginning at its entry into the Amelia 

River and continuing to the point at which Egans Creek 



crosses Atlantic Avenue, Fernandina Beach, Nassau 

County, Florida. 

3. The purpose of the no wake zone is to protect the safety 

of boaters and to further protect the fuel docks at Egans Creek. 

4. This Resolution shall be sent to the Department of 

Natural Resources and to the United States Coast Guard.

A RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH A NO-WAKE ZONE IN

WHEREAS, it has been established that considerable damage is 
being done to boats, docks and the shore line along Egans Creek;

WHEREAS, the City Commission has received requests from 
property owners along the shore line of Egans Creek to provide a 
no-wake zone; and 

WHEREAS, it has been determined that it would be in the best 
interest to the public safety and welfare to create such a no­
wake zone: and 

WHEREAS, the County Commission of Nassau County, Florida, 
has the authority under Florida Statutes Chapter 125.012 to 
ordain control over navigable waters; and

has established jurisdiction through Ordinance Number 82-4.
