d. Employment of permanent and temporary workers;
e. Utilization of volunteer workers;

f; Rental of equipment;
" g. Acquisition and distribution, with or without
compensation, of supplies, materials and facilities;
h. Appropriate expenditure of public funds.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED this 16™ day of June, 1998, by
