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amendments necessary to the Concurrency Management 

Ordinance. 

2. Commencing today, and continuing for a period of 

fourteen (14) days from today, no concurrency applications 

will be processed by the Traffic Engineering Coordinator, 

and all applicants shall be notified in writing. 

3. Any application under Of today shall 

have the review suspended during the sa~e· fourt~e~ (14) day 

period, and each applicant shall also be advised in writing 

by the Traffic Engineering Coordinator. 

4. At the conclusion of the fourteen (14) day period 

or earlier as recommended by the Traffic Engineering 

Coordinator to the Board of County Commissioners, 

applications shall be processed. 

5. The Board of County Commissioners may extend the 

fourteen (14) day period upon recommendation of the Traffic 

Engineering Coordinator at a regularly scheduled Board of 

County Commissioners meeting.
