WHEREAS, State Road AlA uses the St. Johns River Ferry to
continue traffic flow and closing the ferry would result in
increased congestion and increased travel for the citizens of
Nassau Counfy to travel to the Jacksonville Beach area; and

WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Ferry will become an
increasingly important transportation option as the population
continues to grow on both sides of the river as well as the
growing Navy basé; and

WHEREAS, taking the St. Johns River Ferry is a unique
experience and is part of our history that celebrates the St.
Johns River.
