FARMER AND KA TI FARMER FOR THEIR RECENT ACT OF HEROISM 

WHEREAS, choking is the eighth leading cause of unintentional injury deaths in the United 

States, according to the National Safety Council; and 

WHEREAS, siblings Klynt and Kati Farmer responded to a citizen who was choking recently at 

a local restaurant; and 

WHEREAS, while at the Pig Restaurant in Callahan, Florida, on Saturday, December 13, 2014, 

Klynt and Kati Farmer observed Ms. Evelena Wilson choking on food and barely able to breath or talk; 

and 

WHEREAS, without hesitation Klynt and Kati Farmer sprang into action to assist; and 

WHEREAS, Klynt Farmer used his training as a reserve police officer to perform the Heimlich 

maneuver and dislodge the obstruction from her airway; and 

WHEREAS, as a result of the quick actions ofKlynt and Kati Farmer, they were able to save the 

life of Ms. Eve lena Wilson; and 

WHEREAS, without the heroic, quick and unselfish actions of Klynt and Kati Farmer, Ms. 

Wilson may not have survived; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Nassau County, Florida wishes to 

commend Klynt and Kati Farmer for their life saving efforts to Ms. Evelena Wilson; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Nassau County, Florida, is desirous of 

making known to the citizens of Nassau County, and family members, its appreciation to Klynt and Kati 

Farmer.
