WHEREAS, there has never been an audit issue nor any allegation of financial impropriety
regarding the Tourist Development Council in Nassau County since its inception in 1991.

County, Florida that:

1. The Board opposes any proposed legislation that would amend s. 125.0104, Florida Statutes.
